Marines With Dependants

· Upon receiving orders ensure that you contact the Temporary Lodging Facility (TLF) to make reservations for temporary lodging at the time of your arrival. When requesting a reservation be sure to inform them that you are on PCS orders. The TLF can be contacted at (808)254-2806.

· On Marine Corps Base Hawaii (MCBH), there is generally a waiting list for Base Housing. If you desire to live in base housing, contact the base Housing office at (808)257-2676.

· If traveling with pets, ensure that you have familiarized yourself with the Hawaii animal quarantine laws. You can find more information on these laws by visiting this website: http://hawaii.gov/hdoa/ai/aqs/inf

· Upon arrival to Marine Corps Base Hawaii, you should have instructions to receive your personal property that you may have had shipped. If there are difficulties involving your household goods, the Distribution Management Office (DMO) is your reference point. DMO may be reached at (808) 257-3566. Your Personally Owned Vehicle (POV) should be shipped to the Honolulu Vehicle Processing Center (VPC). This office may be reached at (808) 848-8383.

· It is understood that when arriving to MCBH, household appliances and furniture are necessary for a means of sufficient living. The Lending Locker is utilized as a way of providing temporary household appliances until your personal property is received. This office may be reached at (808) 257-7790.
